By-Laws Proposal change- 

 “No Student organization shall have a negative account balance 

i.) If at any time, after all deposits and withdrawals are accounted a 

club account is less than a negative balance of $25 is less than 

zero dollars, the student organization will be recognized as having 

a negative balance.  

ii.) If a Student Organization has a negative account balance, all of 

the student organization executives must meet with the ASMT 

Treasurer within 7 business days (after being notified) to discuss a 

plan of action.  

iii.) After the meeting with the ASMT Treasurer, the student 

organization has 30 days to resolve the negative account balance. 

If the negative account balance is not resolved within 30 days the 

student organization will be barred from making a fund request 

for the remainder of the semester, even if the account balance is 

brought into the positives.
